Personal Bible Study is demanding. You will need to give it much time and serious
endeavour. In this series, each chapter takes two or three hours to prepare. The rewards of
personal Bible study, however, are great. You will surely discover this for yourself as you
complete the books in this series.

Remember that Bible study is not merely an academic exercise. You will need to think, but
don t forget that the Bible is God s Word. Pray before you start each study. Ask God to help
you understand the truths and make you sensitive to what He wants to say to you through a
particular study. Pray as you study, Lord, what does this mean? How does this relate to
me? Praise Him when you discover something that e xcites you. The fruit of Bible study
should not be just increased head knowledge; it should be a deeper relationship with God and
a lifestyle that is more honouring to Him.

If you can find others who are willing to put in the time to do personal preparation, you will find
great value in meeting together to discuss each chapter. But dont let the absence of such a
group deter you. Getinto God s Word for yourself. You won t be disappointed.

Doing Your Part

In this book, we will consider some of God s purposes for this world, and the implications for
Christian service. While God wants worshippers first, and workers second, there can be no
doubt that there is work to be done. As we draw closer to God, we inevitably identify with His
concerns. This, in turn, motivates us to want to do our part in seeing God s purposes fulfilled.

We can be involved in a great work! There is no room for complacency; there is no excuse
for boredom. Itis also a challenging work. Service involves suffering; the Kingdom of God
advances only at cost. Because the forces of evil are real and powerful, serving God requires
commitment and maturity.

Sadly, the Church of Jesus Christ includes many inactive or ineffective members. As you
begin this book, perhaps you could pray this prayer of Bishop Stratford, the seventeenth-
century Bishop of Chester: Lord, let me not live to be useless.



Chapter One

Belonging to the Church of Christ

The New Testament describes the Church in glowing terms: Christ loved the church and
gave himself up for her (Ephesians 5:25). According to Revelation 19:7-8, the Church is, in
fact, Christ s bride-to-be.

More than that, the Church is central to God s plans for the world. Not only is it a sign of what
God is going to do in the future; it is also an agent of what He is doing in the present, and
gives Christians the opportunity to be involved in God s plans.

Just what is the Church? Our frequent use of the word to describe a building bears little
similarity to the New Testament meaning of the word. But what about our use of the word to
identify the Roman Catholic Church or a denomination such as Baptist or Presbyterian?

Pause for Prayer

Our understanding of the New Testament can be coloured by presuppositions based on the
form of church life with which we are familiar. We need to ask God to help us examine the
biblical evidence afresh. We need His help to find dynamic principles of life for growth and
order. These principles will arm us with new attitudes and new vision for the realities of
modern church life.

The Nature of the Church

To the church of God in Corinth, to those sanctified in Christ Jesus and called to be holy,
together with all those everywhere who call on the name of our Lord Jesus Christ their Lord
and ours.

(1 CORINTHIANS 1:2)

We will give special attention in this section to the Apostle Paul s letter to the Ephesians. This
letter contains much teaching on the nature of the Church, and is well worth reading.

4. The focus of Ephesians is on the one Church, which consists of the worldwide,
everlasting company of God s people. However, at any particular moment, this
Church becomes visible to the world as local gatherings of Christians. In fact, this is
the meaning of ekklesia in the vast majority of New Testament references, and
matches the most common usage of the word in the Greek-speaking world, which
was to denote a public gathering of citizens. (For an example, see Acts 19:39 [NIV]
where ekklesia is translated as assembly .)

The Book of Acts makes exciting reading as it charts the spread of the gospel and the
establishing of numerous churches. Generally speaking, these local gatherings of Christians
met in houses. (For examples, see Romans 16:2-5 and Colossians 4:15.) In a city the size of
Ephesus there may well have been several house churches.

Jesus and the Church

It is sometimes said that Jesus did not foresee the development of the Church. But two
passages in Matthew clearly demonstrate that this is not the case. IN both of them, Jesus
speaks of the Church in precisely the same terms we have just used the worldwide,
everlasting company of God s people and the local gathering of believers.

We have little indication of what took place when churches met. At Corinth there were
problems in the churches. The letter Paul wrote to deal with the problems gives some insight
into the practices there. (See 1 Corinthians 11:17-34 and 14:26-33.) In all probability,
different churches operated in different ways.

Note: Chapter 6 in Learning to Live Book 2 is a more detailed study of the nature of true
biblical fellowship.

Church history reveals a recurrent tendency to absolutise and institutionalise the large-group,
wedding it to specific building and form, while at the same time neglecting or even
condemning the small group. Virtually every major movement of spiritual renewal in the
Christian Church has been accomplished by a return to the small group and the proliferation
of such groups of some kind in private homes for Bible study, prayer and the discussion of the

A Pattern for Church Growth

From him [Christ] the whole body,
joined and held together by every supporting ligament,
grows and builds itself up in love,
as each part does its work.

There are several lists of gifts in the New Testament (Romans 12:6-8, 1 Corinthians 12:8-10,
1 Corinthians 12:28-30, Ephesians 4:11, and 1 Peter 4:10-11). The lack of consistency in
these lists suggests that they are illustrative rather than exhaustive.

The point in this: while every Christian is involved in the Church s mission | a general way
through personal witness to Christ in the world, every Christian also has a specific gift that
enables him to fulfil a specific role within that mission. Some gifts are more inward in
teaching and caring for Christians. Other gifts are outward to the world, in service or
evangelism.

Chapter Two

Being Witnesses for Christ

Having completed the work of saving humanity, Jesus returned to his Father in Heaven. But
how would the message of what He had done be made known? Incredible thought it seems,
Jesus committed that task to his disciples. They were to be witnesses to who He was and
what He had done. Such was the success of their witness that within a few years, their
opponents charged that they had turned the world upside down (Acts 17:6, RSV).

The task goes on. Christ has His witnesses today. Who are they? What does it take to be

an effective witness? In this chapter we will examine Jesus teaching and take a look at the
example of the Apostle Paul.

Pause for Prayer

Take a moment to think about those people who are one way or another were witnesses for
Christ in your life. Thank God for them and for your salvation in Christ. Then pray that this
study will help others find salvation through your witness.

After Jesus rose from the dead, He gave His disciples a plan for the future, commonly
referred to as the Great Commission. Each gospel refers to it. Read the versions
given in Luke 24:45-49 and Acts 1:6-8.

a. What did Jesus expect of His disciples?

b. What did He promise them?

WITNESS: primarily a legal term. It was used in Greek for a person attesting to facts and
events or asserting the truth. The personal involvement and assurance of the witness was an
important element. The disciples were witnesses to the fact that Jesus rose from the dead.

In more general terms, withessing (martureo) means making known the good news of Jesus
Christ. Other common New Testament words with essentially the same meaning are
preaching (kerusso) and evangelism (euangelizo).

In Matthew 28:18-20 we read that the apostles were told to pass on the Great
Commission to other believers. How did other believers respond to the task of
witnessing to Christ?

It is clear in the New Testament that while some are gifted to be evangelists, all believers are
to engage in evangelism. The same applies to functions such as serving, giving and
encouraging, which are all spoken of as gifts in Romans 12:6-8.

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Chapter Three

Strengthening New Believers in Christ

There s a celebration in Heaven when someone repents of his sin and turns to Christ (Luke
15:10). There should be a celebration on earth too! Someone has been forgiven and
adopted into God s family; he has become a part of God s hew creation; he is destined to
spend eternity with Him.

These are all good reasons for celebrating! In addition, a new believer now has the potential
to grow and develop into a mature disciple of Christ, someone whose life brings glory to God
and influences others to come to know Him.

Unfortunately, for many this potential is never realised. They remain spiritual babies,
immature in their faith and ineffected in their service. A prime reason is that they are often
neglected after becoming Christians. They are left to fend for themselves. This is far from

God s intention. His desire is that each one should be strengthened and brought to maturity.
What does the Bible teach us about this, and how can it be accomplished?

Pause for Prayer

Thank God for the people who have helped you grow as a Christian. Then ask God to use
this chapter to teach you about the ministry of strengthening other Christians, and to show
you what part you can have in it.

STRENGTHEN: The word strengthen used in Acts 14:22, 15:41 and 18:23 (NIV) is a
translation of the Greek word episterizo. This is a stronger form of the word sterizo, meaning
to fix, make fast or set. The thirteen occurrences of sterizo in the New Testament give insight
into the aim and form of a follow-up ministry. The aim of follow-up is discipleship. (The other
references are Luke 9:51, 16:26. and 22:32, Romans 1:11 and 16:25, 1 Thessalonians 3:2
and 13, 2 Thessalonians 2:17 3:3, James 5:8, 1 Peter 5:10, 2 Peter 1:12 and Revelation 3:2.)

The truths in these references are of a general nature. They remind us that no Christian is
beyond the need for the teaching, the encouragement and sometimes the rebuke of fellow
Christians.

What is true for all of us, is true in a special way for new Christians. As well as general
fellowship with others, they need concentrated individual attention. They need strengthening
in their relationship with God.

If this is to happen, someone needs to take the initiative. New Christians can find the general
encouragement of fellowship and the examples and teaching of leaders. But the heart of a
follow-up ministry is one person working with another as a spiritual parent. It is the lack of
individuals willing to take this initiative that leaves so many new Christians weak and
immature.

ASK YOURSELF:

Teach: People need to know what the Bible says and means.

Train: People need loving help to translate truth into action.

Transmit: People need the example of another who is following Christ.

Trust: People have their own relationship with God. Ultimately He is the One who will change
them.

Practical Exercise (optional)

Defining Our Aim

We have seen Paul s long-term aim for every Christian. Reading in Colossians 2, we see that
he also had more immediate goals. In particular, he wanted new Christians to become
thoroughly established in their relationship with Christ, learning how to draw on the various
resources God has provided for growth.

Mature Christians play an important part in encouraging this growth. To be effective in this
ministry, we need to have a clear grasp of where we are going. One way to do this is to list
some characteristic that should be established in a Christian during the early months of his
new life. A sample listis given below.

« Assured of his salvation and sonship, based on the Bible and the inner witness of the
Spirit.
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« Committed to growth as a Christian, this being particularly evident in his faith,
obedience and fellowship with God.

»  Seeking to know and understanding the Bible through teaching, reading, study and
memorisation.

» Regularly involved with other Christians in corporate worship and fellowship.

» ldentifying with Christ in his environment.

Playing Our Part

Having defined a general aim, we need to think about what we should be working on with the
person we are seeking help. Itis not possible to specify a general plan of action. Every
person is unigue, so every plan must be unique.

Let us suppose that a person s greatest need lies in the area of fellowship with God. In

particular, we want to help him become established in a daily time of reading the Bible and
praying. Below is an example of a follow-up plan for a new Christian.

Topic: Fellowship with God

Objective: To begin to spend regular and meaningful time with God by reading the Bible and
praying

Activities

1. Pray regularly that he will desire to spend time with God.

2. Show him the example of Jesus spending time with God.

3. Explain a simple plan for having a quite time and do it together, keeping it brief.

4 Continue having quite times together for a few days, focusing on passages that will

strengthen the person s assurance of salvation.

5. Introduce him to a simple plan for reading the Bible. Begin with one of the gospels.

6. Occasionally, have a quite time together and discuss things he is discovering in his
reading.

7. Look together at verses that show the value of fellowship with God.

8. Give him a helpful booklet or tape on the quite time.

9. When he is ready, help him develop different patterns for his quite time, to have some
variety.

This example of a follow-up plan uses the easily memorised acronym TOAST (Topic,
Objective, Activities, Scriptures, Tools). Once you have come up with a plan like this, keep it
filed somewhere. It may be a helpful resource when you want to help someone else in the
future.
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Producing plans like this is hard work! Some topics are particularly difficult. We need to pray
that God will give us good ideas that are appropriate for the person in mind. Then we need to
seek God s wisdom as to when to do the various things we have planned. It can be tempting
to dump everything we know on the person in one or two heavy sessions. However, wise
follow-up moves step by step, at a pace appropriate for the person.

Now that you have seen this example, look again at the list of aims on page 29-30. Choose
another topic and develop a follow-up plan. Write the plan on a separate piece of paper
because you will probably want to keep it for future reference.

Stop, Think and Pray

What have you learned about the ministry of strengthening new believers? How can you
begin to apply what you have learned? What do you need to do to become better prepared to
help someone? Do you need to pray earnestly that God will give you someone you can help
in this way?

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Chapter Four

Evangelising the World for Christ

We have focused on the task Jesus Christ committed to his disciples, that of being His
witnesses. We have seen that this task involves not only preaching the gospel, but also
teaching and encouraging the new believers. It is easy to become preoccupied with our own
sphere of influence; we forget that our neighbourhood, or our town, or even our country, is not
all there is. A world of over four thousand million people is waiting to be reached for Jesus
Christ. God wants us to have the privilege of both reaching out to our next-door neighbour
with the gospel of Christ and contributing to the great task of world evangelisation. If we are
to do both, we will need vision.

Pause for Prayer

Be quiet for a moment before you begin. Ask God to work through this study to make you
heart more like His own.

God s Concern for the World

God so loved the world.
(JOHN 3:16)

Read carefully 1 Timothy 2:1-7. This passage, especially verses 3-7, provides the focus for
our study in this section. We will also consider a number of cross-references.
